PARTICULARS OF CLAIM

1. On the 16th October 2007, the Claimant was admitted to Wessex Anaesthetists in Training NHS Care Trust, Christchurch, BH23 63X, for induction of labour in her second pregnancy at ten days past term.

2. On the morning of 18th October, she was transferred to the delivery suite in active labour in order to have epidural analgesia started. 

3. After successful delivery of her baby, and when the epidural wore off, the claimant was left with numbness and weakness in the right leg.

4. This injury was caused by the defendant’s negligence as the care given by the anaesthetist was below an acceptable standard. 
PARTICULARS OF NEGLIGENCE
5. The defendant was negligent as:

(a) The anaesthetist had a clear duty of care to the claimant
(b) Injury was caused by nerve damage from the epidural
(c) The procedure was undertaken without due, informed consent

(d) Injury resulted as the care provided to the claimant fell below a reasonable standard
6. As a result of the Defendant’s negligence, the claimant suffered injury, loss and damage. 

PARTICULARS OF INJURY

7. The claimant suffered loss of sensation, paraesthesia and weakness of the knee joint in the right leg. Detailed nerve conduction studies have shown peripheral nerve damage affecting the lower lumbar nerve roots, suggesting a complication of epidural anaesthesia. These have resulted in discomfort, distress and difficulties in mobilisation requiring extended physiotherapy support. She also suffered incontinence. In addition, she suffered an extended stay in hospital which had a devastating impact on her family, socially, and financially. These events have triggered a further period of depression lasting several months. 
8. Additional details of the claimant’s injury are contained in the attached medical report prepared by Dr T Billings F.R.C.A. dated 2.09.10 and served with these Particulars of Claim.

9. The losses incurred by the claimant are set out in the Schedule of Losses served with the Particulars of Claim.

10. The claimant also claims interest pursuant to Section 69 of the County Courts Act 1984 on the amount found to be due to the claimant at such a rate and for such period as the Court thinks fit.
AND the claimant claims: 

(1) General Damages for:
· Pain and suffering

· Loss of physical ability
· Psychological distress and depression
(2) Special Damages for:

· Loss of past and future income (including loss of partner’s income)

· Reduced employment prospects for the future

· Ongoing care costs (physiotherapy rehabilitation)

· Loss of amenities of life

· Expenses in relation to the claim

(3) Interest pursuant to Section 69 of the County Courts Act 1984 to be assessed.
